SENIOR GUIDES - COMMUNICATION IDEAS - 3 MINUTE QUIZ

OVERVIEW

To teach that reading the instructions is one of the most important steps in communicating ideas.
GOAL

To emphasis that reading all the instructions first will make the task easier in the end.
TIME REQUIRED

10 minutes.

SIZE OF GROUP

Unlimited.
RESOURCE REQUIRED
Reading instructions sheet 
Pens
Time keeping device.

ACTIVITY

1. Pass out a copy of 3 minute Quiz to each member of the group face down. Eg attached.

2. Explain that Guides are to complete the entire quiz within 3 minutes.
3. Explain that there is to be no talking once the quiz starts until 3 minutes has finished.
4. Start the clock and asks Guides to start the quiz.

5. Constantly remind Guides that they only have 3 minutes to complete the test.

6. At the end of the Quiz, ask people what section of the quiz they got up to.

7. Ask for each group to discuss what they found easy, hard and funny about their talks.
